recyclable materials instead of requir-
ing them to be separated. A change to
town code would allow residents to put
all items in one container for pickup at
one time.

“This change would set up a pickup
schedule for recycling that will be
single stream and not papers one week
and bottles and cans the next,” town
spokesman A.J. Carter said.

The hearings will be held during the
regular town board meeting, which
starts at 7 p.m. at Huntington Town
Hall, 100 Main St.

Open house to highlight
plan for school renovations

Shoreham-Wading River school
district officials invite residents to
tour the Miller Avenue School to-
night and meet officials to discuss
next month’s vote on the district’s
proposed $33.5 million facilities im-
provement bond.

The bond would help pay for a $48.5
million project to fix leaky roofs, add
parking spaces, replace windows, up-
grade electrical systems, reconstruct
masonry, remove portable classrooms
and build new classrooms at four instruc-
tional buildings and a fitness center. In
addition, athletic facilities such as new
tennis courts and running tracks would
be added at the high school and middle
school, officials said.

The district plans to tap about $15
million in unused state aid to reduce
the bond cost to $33.5 million. An
additional $16 million in state aid is
expected to help pay off the bond,
officials said.

The bond would raise taxes by less
than $360 a year for a home assessed
at $400,000, school board president
William McGrath said. The district
includes residences in the towns of
Riverhead and Brookhaven.

McGrath said district buildings are
45 to 60 years old, and many have
their original roofs, boilers and heat-
ing systems. “The buildings are in a
state where a lot of work needs to be
done, a lot more than we can put
into budgets,” he said.

The tour is scheduled for 6 p.m. at
Miller Avenue School, 3 Miller Ave.,
Shoreham, followed by a 7 p.m. meet-
ing at which district officials will dis-
cuss the bond vote.

Voting is 7 a.m. to 9 p.m. on Jan. 13 at
Shoreham-Wading River High School,
250A Route 25A, Shoreham.

Movement inspires good
deeds on SCCC campus

Suffolk County Community College

student Evan Feliciano, 21, is asking
fellow students to “pay it forward” in a
campuswide initiative promoting positivi-
ty for the holiday season.

Earlier this month, Feliciano and his
team of 15 other students began passing
out S.H.A.R.K cards, an acronym for
Students Here Are Really Kind, and also
the school mascot. The card recognizes
those who have performed an act of
kindness, and asks them to pass the cards
along when they see other good deeds
performed on campus.

“This movement is something that can
speak to students all year round,” Feli-
ciano, of Hauppauge, said. “But especially
during the holidays, it’s so important to
bring people together and put some pep
in their step for those who may be feeling
down.”

Feliciano got the idea for the S.H.A.R.K
movement after reading about Rachel’s
Challenge, a nonprofit honoring Rachel
Scott, 17, who was killed in the Colum-
bine High School shootings in 1999.

“We’re looking for people who per-
form simple acts of kindness, like holding
the door for someone else or reaching
out to new students who may feel alone,”
Feliciano said. “Doing little things really
add up, and increase positivity.”

Feliciano, who is a member of the
student government and on the stu-
dent activities board at the Michael J.
Grant campus in Brentwood, is work-
ing with school officials and other
campus groups to continue the move-
ment on a larger scale.

“From my perspective, I think it’s
really important for students at any
college to make connections with
others,” said Lisa Hamilton, director
of campus activities and student
leadership development at SCCC.
“Feliciano is reaching out to other
student groups, and bringing people
together.”

So far, Feliciano and his team have
distributed 1,000 cards on the
10,000-student campus. The group is
also developing a digital S.H.A.R.K
campaign, featuring photos demon-
strating acts of kindness to be shown
on campus media. That campaign is
to launch in the spring, Hamilton
said.

“This program has really blos-
somed under Evan’s guidance,” she
said. “It’s a beautiful thing to see.”
