2) Exhibits D (“Description of Services”) of the Original Agreement, as well as Exhibit E (“Payment Terms and
Conditions”) of the Original Agreement shall be amended as reflected in ATTACHMENT 1, attached hereto
and made a part hereof. To the extent that there are conflicting terms between Exhibits D and E and
ATTACHMENT 1, the terms listed in ATTACHMENT 1 shall govern; and

3) In Compliance with Exhibit A, Paragraph 17 of the Original Agreement (“Assignment and Subcontracting”),
the College is hereby authorizing Scantron to utilize a subcontractor, Meazure Learning, to perform a
portion of the professional services under this Agreement; and

4) All other terms and conditions of the Original Agreement, not inconsistent herewith, shall remain in full
force and effect.

Project Overview

Scantron provides professional services to Suffolk County Community College (or, Suffolk CCC) in
connection with the implementation of a presidential evaluation pracess on behalf of the Board of
Trustees. Four stakeholder groups, consisting of approximately 70 total participants, are surveyed on an
annual basis in April:

i. Project Summary

A. Optional for Year 3: Item Review and Updating

A Research Analyst will meet with the client to discuss the research goals, changes to the survey content,
and reporting requirements. Based an the initial meeting, the Research Analyst will update the four
surveys and send the surveys to the client for review. Upon completion of the client’s review, the
consultant and client will meet to review the survey drafts, client’s comments, and discuss any additional
changes that need to be made. The Research Analyst will update the survey content and provide the final

version of the surveys to the client. Additional follow-up meetings may take place to update the question
set to better meet the needs of client.

Hosting Services

Scantron will setup and QC the four existing online surveys. Scantron assumes that only minor changes
may be made to introductary text, if necessary.

A unigque URL for each of the four evaluations will be provided to Suffolk CCC for review and approval
prior to going live. Upon final approval by Suffolk CCC, Scantron will host the four evaluations for
approximately two weeks.

Scantron will provide unique login information for each survey participant in an Excel file back to Suffolk
County CCC for approximately 70 survey participants.

Upon completion of the survey hosting periad, a notification will be displayed on the site to indicate the
survey is no longer active.

Communication Services

Suffalk CCC will pravide Scantron with text modifications to the email template created tast year.
Scantron will send an emall to approximately 70 email addresses provided by Suffolk CCC.

Scantron will send two reminder emails within the term of the evaluation process to those participants
who have not yet responded to the evaluation by a specific date.

Paper Surveys

Scantron will create PDF versions of the four surveys taken from screen shots of the online surveys. The
PDFfs will be provided to one contact at Suffolk CCC. Suffalk CCC can then print out paper copies to hand
out to those participants who request them.

Any completed paper surveys will be shipped to Scantron by a mutually agreed on date. Suffolk CCC
anticipates that a very small number of participants may use this option, if any.

Paper survey responses will be key entered into the corresponding online survey version. Scantron
assumes that a minimum of one hour of time may be required. If no paper surveys are completed, then
the fee will not be charged.

Reporting and Analytical Services

Scantron will use the same data analysis program that was developed last year to create the aggregate
results reports. The reports show the counts, percentages and total counts for each response to each
item on the evaluations. These reports show section totals for each section of the evaluation as well as
overall evaluation totals, when applicable.

Scantron will provide one report per evaluation type for a total of four aggregate reports.

A disaggregate report will contain the open-ended comments captured from each evaluation. The
disaggregate report will contain apen-ended comments separated into sections by evaluation type.

Scantron will provide a total of five (5) PDF reports: one POF report for each of the stakeholder groups
(internal, Students/Alumni, External and Board of Trustees) and one disaggregate comment repart.

Final Report (Executive Summary)

Following the completion of all data collection, Scantron/Meazure Learning will provide a written
summary of the survey results thraugh a written Executive Summary, which includes the following:

Introduction to the survey project, including a review of the survey abjectives, methodology, a

descriptian of the sample, and a summary of the analysis.

A review of survey questions with descriptive statistics (mean, median, or frequency percentages),
and supparting charts and graphs. In addition, feedback to open-ended questions is included.

An evaluation of major themes emerging from the survey results, including the key performance

strengths and areas of improvement.

Change of Scope

If requirements change during the project, Scantron will use a standard Change Control process to
document needed changes and then present them to you for review and approval before
implementation, :

Address Updating and Standardization: In order to obtain best postal discounts, Scantron processes
outgoing mail with a pre-sort services organization. This provides quick sorting process and prepares
mailing for efficient USPS pracessing as well as address accuracy validation and change of address
corrections.

Print Quantities: All print quantities follow industry-accepted range of +/- 10%.

B. Paper Data Collection:

Scantron will receive the completed survey forms via method specifiéd in the Project Summary
above. Survey forms returned in bulk must be free of staples, rubber bands, paper clips, or any other
foreign objects.

If Survey forms are returned via return postal mail, Scantron will obtain a Business Reply Mail {BRE})
permit and open a P.0. Box specifically for the projact. Upon completion of the Services, mail
delivered to the P.Q. Box will not be forwarded to Scantron and will be considered “dead

mail.” Dead mail will be disposed of by the U.S. Posta! Services. If Customer wishes to have the dead
mail forwarded, Customer shal! be responsible for arranging such forwarding services with its local
post office. The resulting fees for providing such forwarding services will be bilted directly to
Customer by the U.S. Postal Services.

Damaged forms will NOT be processed (this includes, but is not limited to, torn, trimmed, crumpied,
stapled, mutilated, punched, missing timing marks or cornerstones, and other damage out of
Scantron’s control coming through return mail or other shipments).

It is the experience of Scantron that approximately 1% to 3% of surveys arriving far scanning will be
damaged or otherwise unscannable. Data contained on unscannable surveys will not be part of the
final data file.

Scantron shall have no duty to
independently investigate or verify that any recipient named on any distribution lists provided by
Customer for receipt of e-mail messages has, in fact, consented to receipt of e-mail from Customer.
Customer agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold Scantron harmless from and against any and all
damages, losses, liabilities, causes of action, costs, and expenses, including, without limitation, attorneys’
fees, and expenses, relating to or arising fram any claims by any third party that Customer did not have
authority to include such third party as a recipient in any e-mail marketing messages directed by

Web Data Collection:

From time ta time during the term of this Agreement, there will be
periods when the System may not be accessible and/or the Site may be down bhecause of required
maintenance. The scheduled maintenance period is the first and third Saturdays of each month
from 6 pm to 2 am central time. When unscheduled maintenance is required, Scantran will attempt
to contact Customer at least 48 hours in advance via email. In the event of an emergency, such as a
security breach, appropriate measures will be taken immediately, up to including shutting down the
Site and/or otherwise suspending the Services.

shall have, and, to the extent applicable, its employees, agents and subcontractors have and
shall have, all required authorizations, certificates, certifications, registrations, licenses, permits
or other approvals required by the State, County or other authorities for the Services provided.

2. Term and Termination

a.

Term

This Agreement shall cover the period set forth on page one of this Agreement, unless sooner
terminated as provided below. Upon receipt of a Termination Notice, as that term is defined
below, pursuant to the following paragraphs, the Consultant shall promptly discontinue all
Services affected, unless otherwise directed by the Termination Notice.

Termination for Cause

i. A failure to maintain the amount and types of insurance required by this Agreement may
result in immediate termination of this Agreement, in the sole discretion of the College.

ii. Failure to comply with federal, state or local laws, rules, regulations, or College or
County policies or directives, may result in immediate termination of this Agreement, in
the sole discretion of the College.

iii. If the Consultant becomes bankrupt or insolvent or falsifies its records or reports, or
misuses its funds from whatever source, the College may terminate this Agreement in
whole or in part, effective immediately, or, at its option, effective at a later date specified
in the notice of such termination to the Consultant.
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iv. In the event of a failure on the part of Consultant to observe any of the other terms and
conditions of this Agreement, this Agreement may be terminated in whole or in part in
writing by the College provided that no such termination shall be effective unless the
Consultant is given five (5) calendar days' (or longer, at the College’s option) written
notice of intent to terminate (“Notice of Intent to Terminate”), delivered in accordance
with Exhibit C entitled “Notices and Contact Persons.” During such five (5) day period,
(or longer, at the College’s option) the Consultant will be given an opportunity for
consultation with the College and an opportunity to cure all failures of its obligations prior
to termination by the College. In the event that the Consultant has not cured all its
failures to fulfill its obligations to the satisfaction of the College by the end of the (5) day
period (or longer, at the College’s option), the College may issue a written termination
notice (“Termination Notice”), effective immediately.

C. Termination for Emergencies

An emergency or other condition involving possible loss of life, threat to health and safety,
destruction of property or other condition deemed to be dangerous, in the sole discretion of the
College, may result in immediate termination of this Agreement, in whole or in part.

d. Termination for Convenience

The College shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time and for any reason
deemed to be in its best interest, provided that no such termination shall be effective unless the
Consultant is given thirty (30) calendar days' prior written notice termination notice (“Termination
Notice”). In such event of termination, the College shall pay the Consultant for the services
rendered through the date of termination.

e. Payments upon Termination

i. Upon receiving a Termination Notice, the Consultant shall promptly discontinue all
services affected unless otherwise directed by the Termination Notice.

ii. The College shall be released from any and all responsibilities and obligations arising
from the services provided in accordance with by this Agreement, effective as of the date
of termination, but the College shall be responsible for payment of all claims for services
provided and costs incurred by the Consultant prior to termination of this Agreement,
that are pursuant to, and after the Consultant's compliance with, the terms and
conditions of this Agreement.

iii. Upon termination, the Consultant agrees to promptly reimburse to the College the
balance of any funds advanced to the Consultant by the College. Upon termination, any
funds paid to the Consultant by the College which were used by the Consultant in a
manner that failed to comply with the terms and conditions of this Agreement must be
promptly reimbursed. If there is no response or if satisfactory repayments are not made,
the College may recoup such payments from any amounts due or becoming due to the
Consultant from the College under this Agreement or otherwise. The provisions of this
subparagraph shall survive the expiration or termination of the Agreement.

3. Indemnification
a. General

The Consultant agrees that it shall protect, indemnify and hold harmless the College and/or
County and their officers, officials, employees, contractors, agents and other persons from and

against all liabilities, fines, penalties, actions, damages, claims, demands, judgments, losses,
costs, expenses, suits or actions and reasonable attorneys' fees, arising out of the acts or
omissions or the negligence of the Consultant in connection with the services described or
referred to in this Agreement. The Consultant shall defend the College and /or County and their
officers, officials, employees, contractors, agents and other persons in any suit, including
appeals, or at the College and /or County’s option, pay reasonable attorney’s fees for defense of
any such suit arising out of the acts or omissions or negligence of the Consultant, its officers,
officials, employees, subcontractors or agents, if any, in connection with the services described
or referred to in this Agreement.

Federal Copyright Act

The Consultant hereby represents and warrants that it will not infringe upon any copyrighted
work or material in accordance with the Federal Copyright Act during the performance of this
Contract. Furthermore, the Consultant agrees that it shall protect, indemnify and hold harmless
the College and/or County and their officers, officials, employees, contractors, agents and other
persons from and against all liabilities, fines, penalties, actions, damages, claims, demands,
judgments, losses, costs, expenses, suits or actions and reasonable attorney’s fees, arising out
of the acts or omissions or the negligence of the Consultant in connection with the services
described or referred to in this Agreement. The Consultant shall defend the College and/or
County and their officers, officials, employees, contractors, agents and other persons in any
suit, including appeals, or, at the College and/or County’s option, pay reasonable attorney’s fees
for defense of any such suit arising out of the acts or omissions or negligence of the Consultant,
its officers, officials, employees, subcontractors, lessees, licensees, invitees or agents, if any, in
connection with the services described or referred to in this Agreement.

Insurance

a.

The Consultant agrees to procure, pay the entire premium for and maintain throughout the term
of this Agreement, insurance in amounts and types specified by the College and/or the County
and as may be mandated and increased from time to time. The Consultant agrees to require
that all of its subcontractors, in connection with work performed for the Consultant related to this
Agreement, procure, pay the entire premium for and maintain throughout the term of this
Agreement insurance in amounts and types equal to that specified by the College and/or the
County for the Consultant. Unless otherwise specified by the College and/or the County and
agreed to by the Consultant, in writing, such insurance shall be as follows:

i Commercial General Liability insurance, including contractual liability coverage, in an
amount not less than Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000.00) per occurrence for bodily
injury and property damage.

ii. Automobile Liability insurance (if any vehicles are used by the Consultant in the
performance of this Agreement) in an amount not less than Five Hundred Thousand
Dollars ($500,000.00) per accident, for bodily injury and actual cash value or cost of
repair, whichever is less, for physical damage.

iii. Worker’'s Compensation and Employer’s Liability insurance in compliance with all
applicable New York State laws and regulations and Disability Benefits insurance, if
required by law.

8108, this Agreement shall be void and of no effect unless the Consultant shall provide
and maintain coverage during the term of this Agreement for the benefit of such

iv. Professional Liability insurance in an amount not less than Two Million Dollars
($2,000,000.00) on either a per occurrence or claims made coverage basis.

b. All policies providing such coverage shall be issued by insurance companies with an A.M. Best
rating of A- or better.

C. The Consultant shall furnish to the College Declaration Pages for each such policy of insurance
and upon request, a true and certified original copy of each such policy, evidencing compliance
with the aforesaid insurance requirements. In the case of commercial general liability
insurance, the College and the County of Suffolk shall be named as additional insureds
and the Consultant shall furnish a Declaration Page and endorsement page evidencing
the College and the County’s status as additional insureds on the policy. The Consultant
must ensure that the certificate of insurance references the assigned Contract Number
and Project Name.

d. Any such Declaration Page, certificate of insurance, policy, endorsement page or other
evidence of insurance supplied to the College shall provide for the College and the County of
Suffolk to be notified in writing thirty (30) days prior to any cancellation, nonrenewal or material
change in the policies. Such Declaration Page, certificate of insurance, policy, endorsement
page, other evidence of insurance and any notice of nonrenewal or material change shall be
mailed to the College and the County at the addresses set forth in this Agreement in Exhibit C
entitled “Notices and Contact Persons” or at such other address of which the College and/or the
County shall have given the Consultant notice in writing.

e. In the event the Consultant shall fail to provide the Declaration Page, certificate of insurance,
policy, endorsement page or other evidence of insurance, or fails to maintain any insurance
required by this Agreement, the College and/or the County may, but shall not be required to,
obtain such policies and deduct the cost thereof from payments due Consultant under this
Agreement or any other agreement between the College and/or the County and Consultant.

Limitation of Liability

IN NO EVENT SHALL EITHER PARTY BE LIABLE TO THE OTHER PARTY OR ANY THIRD
PARTY FOR ANY LOST PROFITS OR COST OF PROCURING SUBSTITUTE SERVICES, OR FOR
ANY INDIRECT, INCIDENTAL, SPECIAL, OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES OF ANY KIND,
HOWEVER ARISING, WHICH ARE RELATED TO THIS AGREEMENT AND THE PROVISION OF
SERVICES HEREUNDER, EVEN IF SUCH PARTY HAS BEEN ADVISED OF THE POSSIBILITY OF
SUCH DAMAGES. EXCEPT FOR CLAIMS CAUSED BY THE GROSS NEGLIGENCE, FRAUD OR

Limited Warranties

The warranty does not extend to any failure of the Products caused by: (a) any modification or change
not made by Scantron; (b) any noncompliance caused by use of the Product(s) in combination with
products, goods, services or other items furnished by anyone other than Scantron or not otherwise
approved in writing for use with the Products by Scantron; or (c) use of the Product(s) in an operating
environment other than as specified in writing by Scantron. Scantron will use reasonable efforts at its

AND REMEDIES SET FORTH IN THIS SECTION ARE EXCLUSIVE AND ARE IN SUBSTITUTION
FOR ALL OTHER WARRANTIES, OBLIGATIONS AND LIABILITIES OF SCANTRON, INCLUDING,

5. Independent Contractor

It is expressly agreed that the Consultant’s status hereunder is that of an independent contractor.

It is expressly agreed that this Agreement represents the entire agreement of the parties and that all
previous understandings are merged in this Agreement. No modification of this Agreement shall be
valid unless written in the form of an Amendment and executed by both parties.

Set-Off Rights

The College and/or the County shall have all of its common law, equitable, and statutory rights of set-
off. These rights shall include, but not be limited to, the College and/or the County’s option to withhold,
for the purposes of set-off, any moneys due to the Consultant under this contract up to any amounts
due and owing to the College and/or County with regard to this contract and/or any other contract with
the College or any County department or agency, including any contract for a term commencing prior to
the term of this contract, plus any amounts due and owing to the College and/or the County for any
other reason including, without limitation, tax delinquencies, fee delinquencies or monetary penalties
relative thereto.

2. Living Wage Law

This Agreement is subject to the Living Wage Law of the County of Suffolk. The law requires that,
unless specific exemptions apply all employers (as defined) under service contracts and recipients of
County financial assistance, (as defined) shall provide payment of a minimum wage to employees as
set forth in the Living Wage Law.
